Aromas of black cherry,
toasted brioche, white flowers, lavender, violets, savory notes of
wild herbs and charcuterie. A mouth coating, classic Rockpile
mineral structure and texture hits the front palate. It's focus on
black cherry and hints of freshly crushed green and red pep-
percorns give way to a giving midpalate and long finish. A true
reflection of my Haley’'s personality.
