Savory earth, iron, dried herbs, and ample 
blackberry and black cherry fruit give way to a spicy, medi-
um-bodied, savory, balanced Zinfandel that picks up more 
and more fruit with time in the glass. I love its balance and 
it’s going to cruise for a decade or more in the cellar.

91Pts   Medium to deep garnet-purple colored, the 
2015 Zinfandel Iron Hill Vineyard reveals notes of baked 
plums, spice cake, sandalwood and rose hip tea with an 
undercurrent of mincemeat pie, dried herbs and star anise. 
Full-bodied and generously fruited in the mouth, the rich 
dried berry layers are well-framed by a lively backbone and 
chewy texture, finishing long and spicy.
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
